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• EML data package 
– EML Document - A valid EML document (*.xml) that describes 

the Dataset. This document could have been generated by the 
Databank Database Generator or KNB's Morpho. The document 
will not be validated at this step, but it will be after you Publish to 
LTER

– Dataset - Any type of dataset described by the EML Document. 
E.g., a MS Access Database or a comma-separated file. No 
attempt will be made to validate the Dataset against the EML 
Document.)
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• Organization
– Describes organization(s) associated with the study

• Person
– Describes person(s) associated with the study

• Position
– This item is intended to be used instead of a particular person or 

full organization name. If the associated person that holds the role 
changes frequently, then Position Name would be used for 
consistency.

• Study
– This adds an additional study to the current study.
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• Document
– A document is a text file that you can create directly in 

the Study Center, or upload an existing file.

• Event
– An event is a special document that provides details on 

an event (e.g., meeting).

• File
– An item of any file type that you upload to your Study 

Home Page.
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• Folder
– Creates a subfolder for the study home page in which 

you can add additional databank and non-databank 
items.

• Image
– Uploads an image to the page.

• Link
– Creates a link to another web page.

• News item
– A small piece of news  published on the front page for 

the study in the ‘news’ section. 
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The “Contents” window allows you to modify or delete or 
change the order of your existing content.

• Rename a file
